About the ride :100km  the race starts in Hunterville and climbs the Rangatira Hill before making its 
way down to Kakariki via Porewa. Once across the Rangitikei River the ride swings left into Pryces 
Line and then right into Makino Road, up the Makino Hill (which is half way) and along and down to 
MacKays Line where you turn left and head for the Cheltenham Crossroads,  from here it is follow 
your nose up to the summit of Stormy Point before dropping 800 feet in 4km to Rewa, a bit of hill work 
and you are at the Vinegar Hill intersection with SH1 and the final leg into Hunterville.  
     TIP TOP 50km No Apologies �³ this ride is the toughest 50km around �² from the School out to the  
Pohonui Junction and back, lots of hills, a really good work out, not over the top but great for building
